A
student is assigned a graduating class when they
enter ninth grade by adding four years to the
year the student enters ninth grade. The
formula anticipates, for example, that a student
who entered ninth grade in fall 2006 would
graduate with the Class of 2010.

For the 1-year SPF, schools earn points based on
the highest value among the following: 2012 4-
year graduation rate, 2011 5-year graduation
rate, 2010 6-year graduation rate and 2009 7-
year graduation rate (the shaded cells in the
tables on the left). For the 3-year SPF, schools
earn points based on the highest value among
the following: aggregated 2009, 2010, 2011 and
2012 4-year graduation rate, aggregated 2009,
2010 and 2011 5-year graduation rate,
aggregated 2009 and 2010 6-year graduation
rate, or 2009 7-year graduation rate.
