high-risk student, as defined by in the EducaƟonal Accountability Act of 2009.

The
opƟonal measures are submiƩed by the local district and approved by CDE for inclusion in the AEC framework.
Results for these opƟonal measures are provided by the district aggregated at the school level.  Districts are
encouraged to report three years of data when available.
